He has brought his knowledge from Weyburn and
further oil field experience to bear in developing the Aquistore CO; deep saline storage project, which is the
permanent storage component of SaskPower’s Boundary Dam CCS facility. He has actively played roles in
developing geothermal and enhanced oil recovery research programs at the PTRC.

“Direct field experience, and a keen awareness of the structure and operations of the PTRC made this decision
the best for the company, its clients, and its funders,” notes Beaudry. “In particular, his appointment reflects
the Government of Saskatchewan’s commitment to increasing oil production to 600,000 barrels per day by
2030.”
